I’m delighted to share that all the organisations that collected in aid of the appeal raised an amazing £1676.18 through all your fundraising activities. Also, your collection tin on the Bolton Hub reception raised £25.74. From this, just £6 of the donations you raised could buy a 10 litre jerry can to collect and store clean drinking water; £10 in your bucket can buy a tarpaulin to make a temporary shelter for those who have been left homeless; and £20 could buy two hygiene kits for those who lost everything, to prevent the spread of disease. When you add it all up, you’ve made a huge difference to the lives of those affected. Thank you!
